Polje islamskih studija dozivjelo je znacajne
transformacije u posljednjim decenijama koje
su bile oblikovane historijskim deSavanjima
te promjenjivim drustvenim i intelektualnim
kontekstima muslimanskih drustava. U pocetku
ukorijenjene u klasi¢noj ucenosti, s primarnim
fokusom na tekstualnu analizu i pravno-teoloska
pitanja, islamske studije su se proSirile kako bi
obuhvatile savremene teme pod utjecajem globalne
politike, rasprava o identitetu i novih metodoloskih
pristupa. Savremena istrazivanja naglasavaju
potrebu  za  interdisciplinarnim  pristupom,
oslanjajudi se na uvide drustvenih nauka kako bi se
bolje razumjela slozenost islamske misli i prakse.

Ova reevaluacijaislamskih studija znatno je prosirila
njihovu oblast.

Naglasava se vaznost
razumijevanja odnosa izmedu teksta i konteksta, te
prepoznavanje nacina na koji historijsko naslijede
oblikuje savremena iskustva i izazove.

Scholars
are increasingly moving beyond traditional
frameworks to explore the diverse cultural,
ethical, and societal dimensions of Islam and
the lived experiences of Muslim communities.
This shift reflects a deeper engagement with
Islam as both a dynamic religious tradition and
a complex cultural phenomenon. It underscores
the importance of understanding the interplay
between text and context, recognizing how
historical  legacies  shape  contemporary
experiences and challenges.

The panel at the Faculty of Islamic Studies in
Sarajevo aims to critically assess the current
state of the field, focusing on methodological
innovations, critical engagement with Western
approaches to Islamic Studies, and the key
challenges facing the discipline. It seeks to
provide a platform for discussing how Islamic
Studies can effectively balance classical texts
and modern contexts, integrating historical
knowledge with the needs of contemporary
society.
